ÂShooting in JPEG

ÂFor most situations, shooting JPEG (.jpg) format in your 

camera will be fine.

ÂJPEG will still have same resolution (image size) but will have a 

smaller file size than RAW.

ÂSome compression and loss of quality will be a by-product of 

shooting in JPEG format, described as ñlossyò.

ÂSome cameras will enhance color saturation in the image file.

ÂRepeated opening AND saving of lossy compressed files will 

result in pixel loss/image degradation over time (no loss if only 

opening and viewing)
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A few more thoughts before we move on

to image management and processing ïJPEG/RAW

ÂShooting in RAW

ÂRAW (.orf) records the image just as the sensor outputs it.

ÂUse RAW when maximum image quality is desired for fine 

detail preservation. 

ÂMuch larger file size than JPEG due to no compression 

(lossless).

ÂPreserves the original image quality so one may adjust as they 

desire with an image processor.

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Transferring Images from Camera to Computer

ÅUse a card reader to transfer directly from the storage media to the computer

ÅMany printers and notebook computers today incorporate card readers

ÅUse the cameraôs USB cable to transfer from the camera into the computer

ÅUSB 1 vs. USB 2 ïbe aware of the speed differences

Å2 G may take around 20 minutes with USB 1 where USB 2 may be ~ 2 minutes
